
Vincent  G.  Valentyn  grew  up  in  a   nominal  Chris7an  home  
where  the  family  a9ended  a  Dutch  Reformed  church.  He  
however,  believed  on  the  LORD  Jesus   Christ  at  the  age   of  
16   when   he   was   confronted   by   the   love   of   God   as  
presented   in   the   gospel   of   Jesus    Christ   and   soon  
aFerwards  was  bap7zed  into  water  and  the  Holy  Spirit  and  
almost  immediately  started  in  ministry.  At  the  age  of  20  he  
was    appointed   as   the   associate   pastor   to   the   then  
moderator  of  the  Full  Gospel  Church  of  God  (RSA)  the  late  
J.   J.   Vos.   During   this   7me   he   also   served   on   the   youth  
leadership   team  and  started   to  travel  na7onally  to  speak  
at  mul7-­‐cultural  youth  events  in  the  denomina7on.

AFer  serving  as  an  associate   pastor  he  was   commissioned  
to  plant  a   new  church   for   the  Full  Gospel  Denomina7on  
upon   the   comple7on   of   his    seminary   training.   AFer   the  
successful   comple7on   of   this    assignment,   he   departed  
from  the  denomina7on  during  1987  in   pursuit  of   a  fresh  
encounter  with  God.   It  was  during   this   7me  of   searching  
and  contempla7on  that  he  was   powerfully  impacted  upon  
by  the  kingdom  of  God  under  the  ministry  of  the  late  Bryn  
Jones   (CMI)   UK.   He   spent   the   next   10   years   under   the  
apostolic   fathering   of   Kobus    Swart   (Southern   Harvest  
Ministries    in   rela7onship   with   CMI)   based   in   Somerset  
West,   South   Africa,   where   he   was   first   introduced   to  
kingdom  living  and  apostolic  ministry.

It  was  during  this  7me  that  he   started  to  travel  in  Southern  
Africa  (South  Africa  &  surrounding  na7ons)   as   part  of   an  
emerging   apostolic   team   under   the   leadership   of   Kobus  
Swart,  learning  how  to  work  apostolically  into  the  Church  
on  the  African  con7nent.  During  1995  he  started  to  travel  
intercon7nentally,   learning   the   complicated   and  
demanding   work   of   an   interna7onal   ambassador   of   the  
kingdom  of  God.

During  1997  Covenant  Ministries   Interna7onal  UK  &  USA  
and  Southern  Harvest  Ministries  (RSA)  split  up  into  several  
new  apostolic  orbits.  At  this  7me  he  chose  not  to  enter  
into   rela7onship   with   these   new   en77es   but   rather   to  
work   as    an   individual   in   the   na7ons   where   the   LORD  
granted  him  grace  to  work.

He  also  served  as   a  member  of   the  spiritual  presbytery  of  
Hear^elt   Ministries    Interna7onal   a   large    inter-­‐   cultural  
church  based  in  Pretoria,  South  Africa  between  1997  and  

2000.  It  was  towards  the   end  of  this   period  that  the  LORD  
instructed   him   to   move   to   Cape   Town,   South   Africa    to  
establish   a   leadership   academy   amongst   the   indigenous  
people   of   the   region.   He   designed   and   prepared   the  
curriculum  and  launched  All   Na7ons   Leadership  Academy    
(ANLA)  during  2002,  where  a  significant  number  of  leaders  
have  been  trained  for  their  role  in  the  church  and  kingdom  
of  God  over  a  3  year  part-­‐7me  program.

He  has   served  in  various  posi7ons  of   leadership  as   well  as  
all   of   the  fivefold  office’s   in  the  church  over  a   period  of  30  
years   and  presently  func7ons  in  the  office  of  apostle  in  the  
body   of   Christ,  working   into   many   different   parts  of   the  
world.   He   was  separated   unto   the   LORD   as  a   governing  
elder   by   Covenant   Ministries   Interna7onal   (UK)   during  
1994   and   ordained  as   an   apostolic   elder   in   2004   by   the  
spiritual   presbytery  of   Emmanuel  Ministries   Interna7onal  
presided   over   by   Apostle   John   Boney,   based   in   Miami,  
Florida,  USA.

His   teaching   programs    have   been   broadcasted   over  
regional   and  na7onal  radio  for  extended  periods  of  7me  in  
his  home  country.  He  also   speaks   on   radio   in  Africa   and  
appears  periodically  on  TV  in  Africa   and  the  USA.  He  is   the  
author  of   six  books  dealing  with  the  subjects  of   authority  
in  the  church,  leadership  development,  business  principles  
and  mul7cultural   rela7onships    in   the   church   and   wrote  
many   ar7cles   for   distribu7on   via    the   internet.   He   also  
speaks   as   guest   lecturer   at   various    bible   schools   and  
ins7tutes  periodically   and   a   vast   amount   of   conferences  
per  annum  on  subjects  ranging  a   varied  scope  and  in  many  
different  parts  of  the  world.

In  1981,  He  married  his  wife  Arlene  and  they  now  have  
three  daughters  who  love  the  Lord  and  excel  in  academics,  
arts  and  drama.  Arlene  developed  her  interest  in  the  field  
of  psychology  with  special  emphasis  on  the  applica7on  of  
the  Word  as  the  healer.  She  obtained  a  Masters  degree  in  
social  sciences  specializing  in  Applied  Psychology.  She  
speaks  at  women  conferences  ministering  in  par7cular  on  
the  subject  of  in7macy  with  the  Lord.

Vincent   Valentyn   studied   at   various    colleges   and  
universi7es   obtaining   bachelors    and   masters   degrees    in  
divinity  and  business   administra7on.  He  also   received  an  
honorary  PhD  from  the   pres7gious  Lincoln  University  (USA)  
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for   his    contribu7ons   made   to   the    development   and  
advancement  of   inter-­‐cultural  rela7onships   in  the  Church  
birthed  out  of   his  own  pain  and  struggle  caused  by   living  
under   the  draconian  laws  of   segrega7on   in   South  Africa.  
He   also  received  an  honorary  Doctorate  of  Divinity  degree  
from  the  American  Bible  University  for  30  years  of  Service  
Excellence  to  the  Body  of  Christ  and  the  Kingdom  of  God.

Vincent   Valentyn   developed   a    balanced   theology   of  
righteousness,   jus7ce   and   peace   that   is    needed   in   the  
church  at  large  to  deal  successfully  with  the  principality  of  
racism  and  the  related  problems  that  stems  from  this   root  
issue.He  also  teach  the  Word  with  apostolic  authority  and  
prophe7c   insight.   He   is  a  modern  day  prophe7c  psalmist  
with   a   passion   to   see   Davidic   worship   restored   to   the  
church.

He  also  has  a  passion   for  business  and  have  successfully  
created   a    na7onal   business   in   the   RSA   with   an  
interna7onal   supply  chain,  a   business   in  which  he  served  
over  a   period   of   20   years   un7l  his   interna7onal  ministry  
expanded   to   the   extend   where   it   became   imprac7cal   to  
maintain   both   successfully.   Today   he   speaks    at  
conferences  hosted  especially  for  business  people,  helping  
them  gain   revela7on  and  understanding   concerning   their  
kingdom  assignments.

He  was   recently   contracted   to   do   empirical   research   on  
poverty  allevia7on  methodologies  for  the  rural  dwellers   in  
South  Africa,  a   paper  that  will  earn  him  further  academic  
acclaim.     He  has  been  traveling  to  the   USA  since  1997  and  
has    made   about   40   trips   since   then   speaking   in   many  
different  churches  and  denomina7ons.   The  primary  work  
that  has  been   accomplished   by  these  visits  has  been   the  
declara7on  of  the   message   of  the  gospel  of  the  kingdom  of  
God,  the   restora7on  of   the  house  of   God   and  leadership  

development.  During  2004   the  Mayor   of   the  City  of   New  
Orleans,   Louisiana,   conferred   honorary   ci7zenship   upon  
him  for  the  spiritual  work  that  he  has  done  in  that  region.

He   is    the   apostolic   team   leader   of   Kingdom   Lifestyle  
Ministries   Interna7onal   overseeing   several   emerging  
apostolic   churches   where   the   Lord   grants    him   grace    to  
work.  He  has  travelled   to  about  185  ci7es   in   39  na7ons,  
located  on  different  con7nents,  declaring  the  gospel  of  the  
Kingdom  of   God,   the   reforma7on   of   the  church   and   the  
development  of   leaders   .  God,  by  his  excellent  grace;  has  
made  him  a   spiritual   father   in   the  body   of   Christ   and   is  
giving   him   a   growing   household   of   sons,   locally   and  
interna7onally  whom  he  serves  with  great  joy  and  love.

John   M.   Boney,   overseer   of   Emmanuel   Ministries
